FHS Forensics Students Place at State!

May 6™, the FHS Forensics Team competed against 36 other schools at State Forensics Champion-
ships. Four Students took Home a Prestigious KSHSAA State Medal. Callie Cordts swiped 2™ place in Informative
Speaking, Kaily Gilman placed 3™ in Poetry and 4™ in Duet Acting, taking home two Medals! Sydney Sorum, Kaily’s
Duet partner, also took home the 4™ place Medal, and Tylan Willard won a 6™ Place Medal in Original Oration.

Mustangs competing in the Semi-Final Rounds were Kolton Stanfield and Sydney Sorum in Duet Acting
(taking 7™ overall), Madilynn Thomas in both Prose and Humorous Solo Acting, and Kolton Stanfield in Poetry. Other
team members contributing to the state finish were Levi Beard, Taylor Brown, Taryn Brittain, Hunter Davis and Wil-
low Kane.

State Champs in Forensics requires 3 rounds of competition in the morning, with Semi-Finals, identifying the
top 12 in the state and Finals, defining the top 6 in the State. Our FHS Team came in 5™, overall and just several points
from 4™, after Sylvan Lucas, Pretty Prairie, South Central and Kiowa. Our 2023-24 Forensics Students are already
thinking of topics and pieces for next year!
