LeNell had painting gear, brushes and paint for students to use to paint the firetruck on
the playground. Everything looks really great and we appreciate all our staff and students do for our
schools!

Machine Tool Technology Class

Students in the Machine Tool Technology have been very busy. After passing a safety test that
shows they understand good workshop safety and how a plasma cutter works, students have started
working on projects. They have cut out gate
hinges, made trophies for varsity and junior
varsity volleyball tournaments, Mustang sil-
houettes, and parts for hitch pins. In the
picture, Zack Brown is making a hitch pin;

Mustangs shuttled in backs for the 13-play, 70-yard drive, using four different backs to drive to the Spartans’
3-yard line. Hunter Lowmaster then ran it in from there, and he converted the two-point run as well for a
38-6 advantage. The Spartans did score twice in the fourth quarter for a final score of 38-20.
